
Don’t Worry – Watch!
Mark 13

Watch for deception (5-8; 21-23)

“Watch out that no one deceives you.” 
But don’t be alarmed. It’s not the end of the world. (v7)

“Do not be alarmed. Such things must happen, but the end is still to come.” 

But deception is a real risk

“For false Christs and false prophets will appear and perform signs and miracles to deceive, if possible, the elect.” 
Watch for danger (9-20)

These aren’t major issues for us. But they are for many Christians around the world.

From authorities (9-11)

You will be handed over to the local councils and flogged in the synagogues.  

From family (12-13)

12 “Brother will betray brother to death, and a father his child. Children will rebel against their parents and have them put to death. 13 All men will hate you because of me, but he who stands firm to the end will be saved. 


From civil chaos (14-20)

17 How dreadful it will be in those days 

But don’t worry. The Holy Spirit is with you. (v11)

“Whenever you are arrested and brought to trial, do not worry beforehand about what to say. Just say whatever is given you at the time, for it is not you speaking, but the Holy Spirit.” 

Watch for deliverance (24-27)

26 “At that time men will see the Son of Man coming in clouds with great power and glory. 27 And he will send his angels and gather his elect from the four winds, from the ends of the earth to the ends of the heavens. 
Keep watching! (28-37)

If we live with our eyes open:

-we won’t be panicked by all the disasters that we hear about in the news, and we will be less likely to be deceived by people promising to solve all our problems.

-we won’t be worried when we end up in dangerous situations, because we’ll know that even in the most dangerous situation, the Holy Spirit is there with us, to give us wisdom to know how to respond.

-we’ll be doing as Jesus said, being faithful, and trusting him, when he comes.
