The B-word
Since early on in Jesus’ ministry the accusation of blasphemy was there

some teachers of the law were sitting there, thinking to themselves, 7 “Why does this fellow talk like that? He’s blaspheming! Who can forgive sins but God alone?” (Mark 2:7)
But the Sanhedrin weren’t looking for a religious charge against him. They were trying to nail him with a political charge. 

Son of God

Christ = Messiah = Anointed One = Rightful king of the Jews

When a king of Israel was crowned he was “adopted” by God 

I will proclaim the decree of the Lord: He said to me, “You are my Son; today I have become your Father. 8 Ask of me, and I will make the nations your inheritance, the ends of the earth your possession… (Ps 2:7-8)

Son of Man

“Son of Man” was Jesus’ favourite way of referring to himself. 
Here, when he uses the title, he’s referring to Daniel: 13‑14: "In my vision at night I looked, and there before me was one like a son of man, coming with the clouds of heaven. He approached the Ancient of Days and was led into his presence. He was given authority, glory and sovereign power; all peoples, nations and men of every language worshiped him. His dominion is an everlasting dominion that will not pass away, and his kingdom is one that will never be destroyed.”

The Son of Man in Daniel’s vision is a divine being. He is, in fact, God in human form. 

So this is blasphemy… unless Jesus is in fact God in human form. 

We need a powerful saviour

We need a saviour who is able to identify with us, and able to overcome.

We don’t have to wait until he comes in the clouds at the end of all things. He can come in power in our lives today.
