A nightmare situation

Dream instructions

Dreaming about something that’s on your mind is perfectly normal. 
In scripture God often uses dreams to speak to us. 
“Take Mary home…”

Joseph’s mission was to make sure Jesus had a safe start in life - by giving him a family to grow up in. 
“Keep him secret. Keep him safe.”
“Joseph… took Mary home…”

"None of us can do anything great on our own, but we can all do a small thing with great love." (Mother Theresa)

“Get up, take the child…”

“ So he got up, took the child…” 

This is the pattern of discipleship. God says it. I do it. 

“Get up, take the child…”
The last time we hear about Joseph, he’s doing the same thing again.

“ So he got up, took the child…” 

Take Aways

1. God’s great plans are carried out through seemingly insignificant people, one simple step of obedience at a time. 

2. Being obedient to God’s call is costly. Joseph gave up a secure job and a good reputation for a life on the run, keeping Jesus safe.

3. Sometimes the most heroic thing you can do is fulfil your responsibility to look after those that God has entrusted to your care.
