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What’s the problem?

The Bible has many lists like Gal 5.19-21, but the problem is best explained by the story in Genesis 3.
The problem is distrust (v1)

“He said to the woman, “Did God really say…”
The problem is deceit (v4)


“You will not surely die,” the serpent said to the woman; "When people stop believing in God, they don't believe in nothing — they believe in anything." (G.K. Chesterton)

The problem is shame (v7)

“the eyes of both of them were opened, and they realized they were naked; so they sewed fig leaves together and made coverings for themselves.” The serpent promised them God-like knowledge. What they got was shame.
The problem is fear (v8)

“Then the man and his wife heard the sound of the LORD God as he was walking in the garden in the cool of the day, and they hid from the LORD God.” 

“To speak of man’s search for God is like speaking of the mouse’s search for the cat.” (C.S. Lewis) 


The problem is blaming (v12-13)

“The man said, “The woman you put here with me—she gave me some fruit from the tree, and I ate it.” Then the LORD God said to the woman, “What is this you have done?” The woman said, “The serpent deceived me, and I ate.”” 
The problem is brokenness (v17)

“Cursed is the ground because of you.” 
We blew it and pulled all of creation into the gutter with us.
The problem is failure (v18)

“It will produce thorns and thistles for you.” Even when we try our best, we fail. 
The problem is alienation (v23)

“So the LORD God banished him from the Garden of Eden to work the ground from which he had been taken.” 

The problem is me

What's wrong with the world? “Dear Sirs, I am. Sincerely yours, G. K. Chesterton.”
