Mark 10:32-45; 14:12-26
Ransom, buying freedom

“…just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.” (Mark 10.45)
Ransom = a price paid to set someone free. 
for prisoners of war

The ransom for Richard I of England (1194) was 150,000 marks (__ million dollars)

for slaves

Setting family free, the go’el 
go’el (Hebrew) = kinsman redeemer, someone who is part of the family and who will step in to rescue a relative in difficulty. (Lev 25)

“Ransom” and “redeem” have the same root. A “redeemer” is someone who “ransoms” someone else. 

Passover, freedom for God’s community

Passover remembers when God stepped in and rescued a rag-tag bunch of slaves from slavery in Egypt. (Ex 11)
“This is my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many,” Mark (14:24)
Take away
In one act, dying on the cross in our place, Jesus does two things. He ransoms us (he sets us free from our sin and our past) and he calls us into covenant, into the new community of those he has ransomed with his life.
