Is 52:13-53:12 (New Living Translation)

The eunuch asked Philip, “Tell me, please, who is the prophet talking about, himself or someone else?” (Acts 8:24)
This passage appears often in the New Testament; Isaiah 52:15 in Romans 15:21; 53:1 in John 12:38 and Romans 10:16; 53:4 in Matthew 8:17; 53:5 in 1 Peter 2:24; 53:6 in 1 Peter 2:25; 53:7-8 in Acts 8:32-33; 53:9 in 1 Peter 2:22; 53:12 in Mark 15:28 and Luke 22:37. 

A note about metaphors

A metaphor isn’t a description of something. It’s a way of looking at something. It’s a lens. 
Who?

Is 53:7-9 shaped the way that the early church saw the arrest, trial and execution of Jesus.

Why?

They looked at Jesus’ death through Is 53:4-6 and came to an understanding of the “why.” 

Leviticus 16:20-22 speaks of the scapegoat who carried away the sins of the people. This is what Jesus does for us; like the scapegoat, he carries something that is not his own; he carries our sin.

What?

What was the result?

Yet when his life is made an offering for sin, he will have many descendants. (v10)

When he sees all that is accomplished by his anguish, he will be satisfied. (v11)

And because of his experience, my righteous servant will make it possible for many to be counted righteous, for he will bear all their sins. (v11)
Take aways

What is an appropriate response?

Wonder, that Jesus would do that – for me! 
Faith, believing that it makes a difference now.

Acceptance, of the gift of new life.
