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Living With Your Neighbour – Integrity
Psalm 15 (Ps 26?)

Being right with God results in doing right with others.  

Living with integrity means…

Integrity means that your whole life is one complete unit. You’re the same person no matter who you’re with.

“Integrity” translates a Hebrew word, which means “whole, complete, healthy.” 
…doing right

People of integrity do what is right. “…who walks with integrity and who does what is righteous.” 

Basic meaning of righteous is “what’s right.” 
God is absolutely righteous because he always does what’s right. 
…speaking right

A person of integrity is someone who speaks the truth from his heart.

It’s hard to be truthful with people around you when you’re busy lying to yourself. 
Living with integrity means not…

…badmouthing others

“and has no slander on his tongue,” 
Literally: “who has not tripped over his tongue.” 
“The great thing about telling the truth is that you never have to remember what it was you said.” 
…doing wrong to others

“who does his neighbor no wrong.”

“First do no harm” is a good rule for relationships as well as doctors.


…taking up an offence against others
“…casts no slur on his fellowman”

The idea is that you don’t pick up or pass along stories about other people. 

Living with integrity means…

…choosing good role models

A person of integrity “despises a vile man but honors those who fear the Lord.” 

“Despise” means to not give much worth to something (Genesis 25:34)

What you read or listen to and who you model yourself on will determine who you become. Find role models who will help you become a person of integrity.
…being reliable

A person of integrity is someone who keeps their oath even when it hurts, 

…being open handed

A person of integrity is someone “who lends their money without usury and does not accept a bribe against the innocent.” 

If you’re open-handed with your money, then it’s less likely to have a hold on your heart.

The promise

He (or she) who does these things will never be shaken.
