Gen 1:1-2:3

Is it true that Christianity is a toxic poison that is mainly responsible for destroying the Earth? 

“Creation” not “Nature” (Gen 1:1)

“In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth,” (Gen 1:1)

Creation is beautiful and valuable in its own right; but especially because it is God’s creation. 

Creation is good

(Genesis 1:4, 10, 12, 18, 21, 25, 31)

We are part of creation (Gen 1:24-27)

We appear on day six with the other land animals.

“man” or “Adam” in Genesis 1 =  “Earthling.”

We are responsible for how we treat creation

As God’s image bearers (Gen 1:26)
Human beings bear God’s image as his representative rulers in creation. 


As God’s gardeners
“The Lord God took the man and put him in the Garden of Eden to work it and take care of it.” (Gen 2:15 )
We have spoiled creation (Gen 3:17-19)

We haven’t been very good gardeners of God’s creation. 

The Bible is clear that the reason for environmental problems is human selfishness.

But God has a plan (Is 11:6-9)

“the creation itself will be liberated from its bondage to decay and brought into the glorious freedom of the children of God.” (Rom 8:21)

Take aways

Of all people, Christians should be concerned about creation

We are called to care for God’s garden, not to abuse it
