Mark 10.13-31

Money talks… It says, “Be nice to me.”…

What is the mark of a believer?

17 As Jesus started on his way, a man ran up to him and fell on his knees before him. “Good teacher,” he asked, “what must I do to inherit eternal life?” 

A good question to ask.

Keeping God’s law?

Everything we know about this young man from this story would lead him to believe that he’s already “in.” 

When he asks how he can be sure of his future, Jesus’ response is, 19 You know the commandments: ‘Do not murder, do not commit adultery, do not steal, do not give false testimony, do not defraud, honor your father and mother.’﻿” 
Experiencing God’s blessing?

21 Jesus looked at him and loved him. “One thing you lack,” he said. “Go, sell everything you have and give to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven. Then come, follow me.” 22 At this the man’s face fell. He went away sad, because he had great wealth. 

Deuteronomy 30:8-10 says that if you obey God, he will bless you and make you prosperous. Wealth was seen as proof of God’s acceptance.

One thing – following Jesus

Jesus said. “… come, follow me.” 
This is what it means to have eternal life. (John 6.40, 10.10, 17.3)

Go, Sell, Give, Come, Follow
Jesus spelled out to the young man what repentance meant for him.

What’s it worth to you?

What’s hindering you from following Jesus with all your heart?  
Are you willing to give it up?
