Till death us do part… (v18-23)

Levirate marriage

Gen 38:8; Deut 25:5–6 and Ruth 4. 
Although it may seem perverse to us, it was actually a way of protecting the vulnerable long before there was welfare.
But marriage isn’t the point

Sadducees didn’t believe in an afterlife. (Acts 23.8)

Avoiding error (v24)

 “Are you not in error because you do not know the Scriptures or the power of God?” 
Two things will keep us from going wrong in our faith. 

Knowing the Scriptures

The scriptures set boundaries to what we can and cannot say about God, creation, people, the afterlife... 
It is not possible to learn to know God as he truly is without studying scripture. 

Knowing the power of God

A healthy faith, a healthy relationship with God, is a matter of both knowledge and experience.

Future states (v25-27)

An expression of the power of God

“When the dead rise, they will neither marry nor be given in marriage; they will be like the angels in heaven.” 
This kind of transformation is something that you can’t reason your way to philosophically. It depends on the power of God.

Spoken of in the Scriptures

Exodus 3.5. “I am the God of your father, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac and the God of Jacob.” 
If Abraham, Isaac and Jacob are still alive with God, awaiting the final resurrection, then we can have hope that when we die, we too will go to be with God.
