The teachers of the law

Mentioned twice as often as the Pharisees and more times than the Pharisees, Sadducees, Herodians and Priests put together.

Copied the Old Testament scriptures. Became teachers of the law. 

Who’s watching?

They loved to walk around in flowing robes, 
They were greeted in the marketplaces. (See Mark 10.17)
They got the most important seats in the synagogues. 
They got the places of honor at banquets. (See Luke 14.8) 
Other people

It’s easy to fall into performing your religion for others, so they can see what you’re doing and give you positive strokes.

The question is, “Who’s watching?” And if the answer is anyone other than “God,” we have a problem.


The widow

The law was supposed to protect vulnerable people. Both officially, (Deut 14.28-29) and by encouraging people to be generous (Deut 24:19-22)

Who’s watching?
The crowd would have been watching as “Many rich people threw in large amounts.” 
The more we have, the less likely we are to share it with others. 

When the widow gave she was expressing a deep level of trust in God, even if no-one noticed.
Jesus is watching
