Mark 14:12-26

On the day when lambs are sacrificed

Passover celebrates when God rescued the people of Israel from slavery in Egypt. 
It involved the sacrifice of thousands of lambs.
Jesus talks about his own coming death

through betrayal 

“I tell you the truth, one of you will betray me—one who is eating with me.” 

To betray someone that you had shared food with was the worst kind of betrayal. 

but according to God’s plan

The Son of Man will go just as it is written about him. But woe to that man who betrays the Son of Man! 

Jesus could have stopped Judas, but he didn’t. 
God does not force people to do things against their will. (Prov 21.1) 

We can never claim, “The devil made me do it” much less “God made me do it.” We are responsible for our own actions.

to bring freedom

Jesus is changing the story. He is making this meal about him and his coming death. 

“Take it; this is my body.” 
through the shedding of his blood

“This is my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many,” 

Just as the blood of those lambs secured freedom for the Israelites from slavery in Egypt, so the blood of Christ secures freedom for us from slavery to sin.
