
Teach Your Children Well
Deut 6.1-9

We have been given a way to live… 

Deuteronomy is Moses’ final address to the people of Israel, just before he died. 
Jesus named verses 4 and 5 as the most important passage in the whole Old Testament. 

…that comes with blessing…

For multiple generations

… 2 so that you, your children and their children after them may fear the Lord your God as long as you live

God’s blessing is multi-generational! It is for you and for the generations that will come after you. But, to some extent, it’s dependant on your willingness to live in God’s way and to pass that on to the next generation.
Faith

2 so that you, your children and their children after them may fear the LORD your God as long as you live
When the Old Testament talks about “fearing the Lord” it doesn’t mean being scared of him, but honouring and respecting him as God.  
Health

…and so that you may enjoy long life. 

Not the same as the “Health and Wealth Gospel.”

Success

3 Hear, O Israel, and be careful to obey so that it may go well with you. 

If you’re a parent, success is a child who has a clear sense of who they are, who knows that God loves them, and who is able to make their own way in the world.
Fruitfulness

…and [so] that you may increase greatly in a land flowing with milk and honey.

Healthy things flourish and grow. 
…as we honour God…

Love the LORD your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your strength. 6 These commandments that I give you today are to be upon your hearts.
It begins with our own lives and our own hearts. 

…and teach our children to do the same.

7 Impress them on your children. 

This was spoken to the whole community.

Everything we do teaches the children one thing or another.  
By speech 

“…when you sit at home, when you walk along the road, (or drive in the car) when you lie down, when you get up, 
By example and symbol

8 Tie them as symbols…
Have children present at baptisms and communion.
